Finance Committee regarding this proposal as well. 
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• DNR - Ben spoke to the regulations that will be up for approval this fall in regards to trolling. He provided 
detailed information on the regarding the Waukesha County proposed rule changes for 2015. 

• WWF - John is requesting support of the WWF's position on : a) the removal of the decision making authority 
from the NRB, b) the restriction of land purchases until 2028 and c) the reduction in DNR research positions.
