= Congress is looking at online voting as there is disenfranchisement of working people who
can’t make the hearings.
= Muskies are being stocked in Pewaukee and Okauchee Lakes. DNR is stocking northern in
Pewaukee Lake; walleyes elsewhere.

= The trout resolution regarding bait, keeping fish and opening bodies of water has been rejected
as there are four resolutions in one.
